NATIONAL SNAPSHOT

The Australian Stroke Clinical Registry (AuSCR) was established in 2009 to collect information to
monitor and improve the quality of acute stroke care. This report provides summary information on
the quality of care provided to people with stroke at the participating Australian hospitals and their
long-term health outcomes. The data highlights areas we are doing well and other areas we need to

improve.
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ADHERENCE TO THE ACUTE STROKE CLINICAL CARE STANDARD

The Acute Stroke Clinical Care Standard includes quality statements describing the care that should
be offered to a person after a stroke. Collecting data and reporting on these standards of care can
assist hospitals and health departments to monitor how well they care for people with stroke and
identify areas to direct efforts to improve care.

Care in a stroke unit

A stroke unit is a ward or area within a hospital
that is dedicated to providing care for patients
with stroke. Patients who are treated in stroke
units more often receive the care they require
and have better outcomes after stroke.
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Discharge Care Plan

A discharge care plan is a personalised written
plan that details the next steps for care and
recovery after leaving the hospital. This should
be developed with patients and their families or
support people and be provided before
leaving the hospital.
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Secondary prevention medications

Different types of medication may be given to
patients to prevent future strokes.
